Support for Widows
« More than 350 widows have received financial support and economic empowerment.

Healthcare Impact
« Over 17,000 patients have received medical care through our outreach initiatives.
e The Divine Mercy Medical Center now provides accessible healthcare to families who
previously had little or no medical services.
« Numerous babies have been safely delivered in our facility, improving maternal and child
health in the community.
Education for the Future
« The Divine Mercy American International Academy has provided quality education to over
200 underprivileged children and orphans.
e To ease long and difficult journeys to school, 250 bicycles have been provided so children
no longer have to walk miles in extreme heat.
« Internet access has been introduced to support digital learning and expand educational
opportunities for students.
o Through the generosity of Siemens Energy, our school recently received a donation of 300
computers, significantly expanding access to modern educational tools.
Community Development
« Clean drinking water has been made available to the Obike community, improving public
health and quality of life.

« Launching free preventive health screening programs to improve early detection and community
wellness.
+ Strengthening educational facilities through expanded library and science laboratory resources.
o Introducing music and creative arts programs to encourage talent and holistic development.

In 2025, donations drove 100% of revenues. School costs accounted for 69%
of operating expense, with 16% and 7% of operating expense going to
Orphan Support and Sick & Elderly support programs respectively.
Administrative expenses remained low at just 3% of total expense.
